Who: Bear Cub Scouts MUST be accompanied by adults: 5 boys to 1 adult
ratio (example 14 boys need 3 adults). Adults are responsible for
supervision of boys’ behavior at the event. IN ORDER TO PROVIDE A

ADULTS MUST BE REGISTERED BY MARCH 20. THE DISTRICT
ACTIVITIES COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO CANCEL DISTRICT
EVENTS NOT MEETING MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS.
