Individuals
who satisfactorily demonstrate their instructional, management and anchoring skills will be
issued a BSA Climbing Instructor Certification [good for 2 years]. Bring your own tent etc.

Registration fee: $90.00 for new students or $70 for youth ages 16 and 17 or $35.00 for
recertification. Due by May 1, 2010. (Payable to CMC BSA). Cost of the Course [includes all
course materials, meals and camping fees].

This year’s course is limited to 15 students.
