Scouting’s Barriers to Abuse: Adult Supervision Update Requirements Effective September 1, 2023 


 As part of our ongoing commitment to abuse prevention, the Boy Scouts of America is updating the adult supervision requirements for overnight activities. This update enhances the minimum “two deep leadership” requirements by additionally requiring every adult present on overnight activities to be a registered member of the Boy Scouts of America. These adults must submit an adult application and registration fee, undergo a criminal background check, a volunteer screening database check and must complete mandatory Youth Protection training. 
A limited exception for parents and legal guardians of Cub Scout youth attending overnight with their children is planned due to the family centric nature of Cub Scouting. 

All Cub Scout Packs, Scouts BSA Troops, Venturing Crews, Sea Scouting Ships, Exploring Posts, council, and district overnight programs will be required to comply with this update by September 1, 2023. We encourage early adoption prior to the effective date. This updated Barrier to Abuse can be referenced as part of the Guide to Safe Scouting, Youth Protection and Adult Leadership section, Scouting’s Barriers to Abuse. 

Youth Protection and Barriers to Abuse FAQ’s will be expanded to include additional FAQ’s as they are developed.

Barriers to Abuse - Adult Supervision: 
(Effective September 1, 2023) Two registered adult leaders 21 years of age or over are required at all Scouting activities, including all meetings. There must be a registered female adult leader 21 years of age or over in every unit serving females. A registered female adult leader 21 years of age or over must be present for any activity involving female youth or female adult program participants. 

Notwithstanding the minimum leader requirements, age and program-appropriate supervision must always be provided. 

All adults staying overnight in connection with a Scouting activity must be currently registered in an adult fee required position as listed or as an adult program participant. Limited exception below for Cub Scout overnight Programs. 

See FAQ for list of adult fee required positions. Registration as a Merit Badge Counselor does not meet this requirement. 
Cub Scout Programs - Overnight Exception: Cub Scout parents or legal guardians taking part in an overnight Cub Scout program with their own child or legal ward are not required to register as leaders. All adults must review the “How to Protect your Children from Child Abuse: A Parent’s Guide” that can be found in the front of each Cub Scout Handbook. In addition, the parent or legal guardian must be accompanied by a registered leader at any time they are with youth members other than their own child/ward. All other overnight adults must be currently registered in an adult fee required position.

Did you know we have Safety Moments for Scouting? Yes, 93 of them!  Safety Moments are exactly what the name implies: opportunities to prepare for an activity, review safety measures and report incidents correctly. Topics of this series include Campfire Safety, Safe Use of Medication in Scouting, Weather-Related Safety, Winter Sports, and Generator Safety. The Safety Moments landing page is found here. 
The Environmental, Health, and Safety team suggests using a Safety Moment at the start of each meeting or activity.  Boy Scouts of America’s Safety Moments make it easy to deliver a SAFE program.

A Safety Moment that provides the up-to-the-minute safety information for Scouts and Scouters is the Scouting Safety Online Resources.
Who can deliver a Safety Moment?
Everyone can deliver Safety Moments in Scouting. Any adult leader, Scout, or employee can step up with little preparation to make a SAFE difference to everyone participating.
What makes an excellent Safety Moment topic?
Any topic that focuses on improving the safety of Scouting. The BSA regularly publishes Safety Moments on a variety of topics. Other topics could include the use of the SAFE Checklist or the Guide to Safe Scouting. They could be general safety topics on locating a fire extinguisher or knowing evacuation routes. Pick a topic that is relevant to all participants. If you have accurate information on injuries or incidents during a recent outing, share your experience.
When and where should a Safety Moment be delivered?
 Safety Moments are best used at the beginning of meetings or before a Scouting activity. They are essential in activities with a high-risk profile, like ATV programs or shooting sports.
How should the Safety Moment be delivered?
Safety Moments are on a clear and concise single topic, optimally no more than 2 minutes. All Safety Moments need to be fact-based and age-appropriate for the audience. If you have time, provide a demonstration of safe practices.
Some of our newest Safety Moments include Scouting’s Barriers to Abuse, SAFE Scouting, and Lifejacket Safety. All Boy Scouts of America’s Safety Moments are found:  https://www.scouting.org/health-and-safety/safety-moments/

Individual Scout Accounts &
Fundraising by BSA Units
 
Frequently Asked Questions 
 
Are individual Scout accounts permitted? 
Yes. These accounts are permitted when funded by the youth member through savings, a portion of a weekly allowance, and chores around the home and neighborhood. The youth member’s family may contribute, but no charitable deduction is allowed. 
 
What is private benefit, and why is it not allowed? 
Private benefit is when funds raised in the name of Scouting or another charity are directly allocated to the youth member or family doing the fundraising. Funds raised in the name of Scouting should benefit the entire unit. The tax laws do not permit private benefit, with the exception of an “insubstantial” benefit. 
 
How is an “insubstantial” benefit defined? 
The IRS has classified 30 percent of the money raised as “substantial,” and less than 2 percent as “insubstantial.” The burden of proof that the benefit is “insubstantial” is on the organization. 
 
Are incentives allowed for participation in fundraising or sales? 
The IRS has not ruled on this matter, but the “insubstantial” benefit restriction would apply. 

Can Scouting units use funds to assist youth members who have a financial need? 
The unit can allocate funds based on financial need, and may consider factors such as participation in the unit, advancement, and Scout spirit. 

Are there penalties for private benefit or other tax issues? 
Private benefit may result in the loss of tax-exempt status for the chartering organization, or the local council. Allocating funds raised in the name of Scouting directly to a youth member could result in self-employment tax liability.

FAQs
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Q. Is this a membership requirement like Youth Protection training?  
A. No. This is a direct contact leader positioned trained requirement effective April 30, 2018.   
Q. Is this a new requirement? 
A. No.  Since 2008, at least one person on any tour or activity has been required to have hazardous weather training.  It is also a requirement for all camp staff as part of the NCAP standards SQ-402.     
Q. Why is Weather Hazard Training important?  
A. Our program takes place in an outdoor classroom.   This training discusses how to manage risks from the weather to our Scouting family.  There are several incident reviews which are appropriate to share with leaders who may question why an appreciation of the risks in our outdoor classroom are important.   The most impactful:  Lightning, Heat and Hydration, Hypothermia.   
Q. How can we remind our staff and volunteers about this requirement?    
A. Various tools like safety moments, campout checklists, and the Sweet 16 of BSA Safety reinforce this.    
Q. If I am trained in my current position, will I be required to take Hazardous Weather now to retain the trained designation? 
A. No, if you are currently trained in your position, you will not be required to take the additional course now.   We recommend if you have not taken the updated course (SCO_800) that you do so to have the most current content.  
Q. What happens to my previous credit for Hazardous Weather (WS81)? 
A. Course code WS81 is being retired.  To stay current, the new course (SCO_800) will need to be taken after WS81 is two years old. 
Q. At what point in my training do I need to take Hazardous Weather (SCO_800)? 
A. The course is available for you to take at any time but is recommended in the third and last section of courses offered to be a trained leader.  It is recommended that you take the course before an outdoor activity. 
Q. What direct contact positions are now required to take Hazardous Weather to be position trained? 
A.  Cubmasters (CM), Den leaders (DL), Webelos den leaders (WL), Scoutmasters (SM), Crew advisors (NL), Skippers (SK), Post Advisor (AA) 
Q. Is there a classroom course? 
A. No, the course is available only online.  This is by design and not a new requirement.    
Q. How do we grant group credit when training staff for camp?     
A. Your registrar can grant credit in ScoutNET to SCO_008.       
The training completions from the BSA Learn center will copy into My.Scouting.org approximately every 30 minutes.

Objective 
Each Pack or Troop will work with a local school to coordinate a service project to benefit the school. Considerations 
· All projects need two-deep leadership. 
· Proper safety precautions should be taken. 
· Gloves, eye protection, and proper clothing should be worn by each participant. 
· We recommend that any project that needs equipment or materials should be provided by the school. 
Details 
Schedule your project May 1-7 to maximize exposure to event. Each unit will submit the attached pre-registration and post-project forms. Packs are encouraged to coordinate at least a one-hour project. Troops and Crews are encouraged to coordinate at least a two-hour project. All youth participants will receive a patch for being a part of the project.

The meat sticks are a shelf stable snack stick and has a 13 - month shelf life with no refrigeration required.  Each stick is a 1 oz. individually package. 1. Simplify your recharter process: Turn in all new youth and adult registrations to the Council Office at least 15 days prior to starting your recharter.  This will make the process go much faster.  
2. Do Not change names in the online recharter area (this includes correcting spelling). Please handwrite in red correct names on the final printout only. 
3. Please do not add fake birthdates.  The age of youth is relevant to the BSA program. 
4. Please make sure that when deleting, you delete the correct person.  If deleted by accident, handwrite the person on the printout with an explanation.  Do Not Reenter online. 
5. Check and confirm all multiple registrations. 
6. If a Scout or adult leader wants Scout Life, please be sure to mark it during the online rechartering process and include fees in final payment. 
7. Only New members need applications.  A list of those needing applications is printed with the final recharter (on the front page).  Please be sure to review the final recharter front page to ensure all required paperwork is completed and attached. 
8. Social security numbers are no longer required to be input online during the recharter process.  Only the council will be able to input SSN when processing adult leader applications.    
9. Please make sure all New applications are completed, with signatures, birthdates and correct adult social security numbers.  These must be attached to the recharter packet at turn-in. 
10. Please make sure that you complete the last step by electronically SUBMITTING and PRINTING the recharter.  (Print 2 copies, one each for the council and unit) 
11. Please make sure that all paperwork is ready to be submitted together. 
Note: Please make sure that all youth and adults that should be registered are registered.  Unregistered leaders and youth are not covered by insurance and the youth may not qualify for advancement. Be sure to immediately turn in new applications at the Council Service Center anytime during the year.
